The Friends of Shottery St Andrews would like to trial a 100 club style lottery where the income is divided
between the winner and the school.

The FSSA hold a Small Societies Gambling Licence GA05 SDC 660320 and
the scheme will comply with the rules of a Small Society Lottery. Single cash prize of 50% of draw pot each
month i.e. 100 entrants £50 prize money £50 to FSSA for school.
